As a constituent of yours, I want to urge you to take an active role in supporting legislation that calls for fair, consistent, and transparent assessment practices within Lake County and within all counties in the state. Further, please support regular audits of the assessors to assure fair and consistent treatment of all property owners.
For the average homeowner in Lake County, the assessment practices which we have are not consistent between townships nor are they understandable. Requests for explanations or clarifications are met with obscure, incomplete and inadequate responses. In short, we are kept in the dark. We need open, understandable and documented assessment standards, such as the Illinois Real Property Appraisal Manual published by the Illinois Department of Revenue for the express purpose of helping assessors.
I agree with the goals of the Citizens’ Action Project (www.citizensactionproject.org) in their efforts to bring Fairness, Accountability, and Transparency to the assessment practices within Lake County.   We need legislation that puts in place uniform, documented appraisal practices as well as regular audits to ensure the compliance to these documented practices.
